The information in the Visitors Pocket Guide complenents this self-guided walk
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Bowkeria gerrardiana South Africa
A genus of 3 species related to the snapdragonsecdéor the naturalists Henry and Elizabeth Bowker.

Agathosma ovata, A. ciliaris South Africa
The aromatic leaves were used in traditional madianow used commercially in the perfume and fowlli$try.

Leucadendron discolour Pikeberg conebush South Afri
This leucadendron is endangered through habitat Risk-tipped ovoid bracts surround the develogimgge.

Protea magnificax neriifolia hybrid
The spectacular large pink flowers and nectarcattresects and birds which feed on both the inssetsnectar.

Eriocephalus ericoides South Africa
Over 30 species of eriocephalus in South Africkhabe woolly fruits. Some are used in traditiomadicine but this species has caused
livestock poisoning by pyloric obstruction becao$és high content of indigestible fibre.

Erica cerinthoides South Africa
This is one of the few erica species that spraet dife, most die and rely on seed productiornrémeneration.

Euryops tenuissimussptenuissimus South Africa
A sprawling shrub with elongate grey foliage antloye flowers. Look here and in the Fynbos forvirgineuswith small dark green leaves
and masses of small yellow flowers @adineariswith larger yellow flowers.

Leucadendron salignum South Africa
The cream, salmon and pink bracts which surrouadléveloping cones make this shrub a bright fegtiane.

Protea cynaroidesno label) King protea South Africa
The floral emblem of South Africa. Nectar and irtseattract its main pollinator, the Cape sugarbird.

Thryptomene ericaea Centenary starburst S
South Australia’s Federation Flower, chosen to cemarate the centenary of Federation in 2001.

Thryptomene hyporhytis WA
Thryptomenes are endemic to Australia. They flowell, need good drainage, mulching and sun to gjetle.

Kunzea baxteri WA
The bright red flowers with masses of long stantgrsed with prominent yellow anthers attract inseand birds.

Guichenotia macrantha, G. ledifolia WA
This genus has almost no petals; the brightly celdwealyx makes up the dark-centred, mauve, cupfldwers.

Acacia acuminata Raspberry jam wattle W/
Large wattle with bright yellow rod-shaped flowgilees. Common name from the fragrance of the cutdvo

Eucalyptus preissiana Bell-fruited mallee WA
A decorative mallee with abundant large bell-shafp@aer buds and bright yellow flowers.

Hakea corymbosa, H. trifurcata WA

H. corymbosas a compact, sculptured shrub with terminal eusbf pale yellow flowers next té. trifurcata which is notable for having tw
different leaf shapes: most are needle-like butesama flat and lance-shaped.

Eucalyptus gardneri Gardner’s mallett WA
Dense clusters of flower buds with sharply poirtted caps, followed by yellow flowers in Septembetiber.

Hakea orthorrhyncha Bird's beak hakea WA
Look for the large woody pointed fruits and theghtired spidery flowers which arise directly fronahches.

Hakea lehmanniana(no label) Blue hakea WA
Unique blue-flowered hakea; compact shrub withdiedéke leaves and clusters of pale blue flowerdeaf axils.

Elegia capensis Cape reed South Afric
Attractive restio with long plumes of fluffy brarlels and striking cream and brown new shoots a.betse colourful new shoots and soft
plumes are used in floral art and bundles of pluaresused as yard brooms.
